Stage 6 - Adding 10%

Now that HSC assessment has concluded for our
Stage 6 courses, students need to examine their
performance in examinations and assessments,
acknowledge their achievements and look for how
to improve between now and their HSC exams.
Often students feel overwhelmed at this time by the
pressure to improve their performance. What
students need to focus on is specific, small things
that improve their understanding of content and
use of skills in a subject.

A popular strategy is to ask students what they
could do to add just another 10% to their results.
What work did you miss and not catch up on? What
simple or obvious mistakes did you make in and
exam that you can improve on for the HSC
examination? Look at your exam paper - where
could you easily add another 10% of marks? | have
found in the past students find this strategy as a
very effective way to improve their results.

How 2 Learn/Secondary Learning Strategy
Students are making good progress in Years 7 to
10 with a range of learning strategies in the school
at present. In my classroom, Years 9 and 10 in
English have been making good progress with
Making Connections and other Super Six strategies
in their 'story world' exercises in English while
earlier this term, while in Years 7 and 8 History we
looked at range of adult-level texts earlier this term
as part of practising self-monitoring and
summarising strategies.

Some Year 7 and 8 students were awarded merits
this week in DEAR for their ongoing use of their
comprehension bookmarks in DEAR, which have
been issued to all students 7 to 10 earlier this term
to help students with comprehension of all texts in
all subjects. We will be surveying students again in
Week 10 to see how much their appreciation of
learning and comprehension abilities have
improved. This is a key part of our ongoing
commitment to evidence-driven, quality education
for our students.

Year 11 Hospitality
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Urinary tract infection (UTI)

A urinary tract infection (UT]I) is an infection
anywhere in the urinary tract. The urinary tract
includes any organs that collect, store or pass urine
including the bladder, urethra (the tube from which
urine passes out of the bladder), and kidneys.

UTlI is quite common, especially in young children
who are still in nappies. It can also occur in older
children.

What causes a urinary tract infection?

A UTl is usually caused when germs (bacteria) get
into the bladder or urethra. The germs most often
come from the bowels (gut), or from poo which is
on the skin and then gets into the urethra. This can
happen to any baby and is not due to poor washing
or changing.

Signs and symptoms

e Pain when doing wee

e Needing to go to the toilet a lot to do a wee

o Passing urine before getting to the toilet
(incontinence or wetting)

e Pain in the lower part of the stomach

o Experiencing a burning pain when passing

urine
e Smelly urine
o Fever

e In young children UTI may cause a fever or
general unwellness without any of the above
symptoms.

Tests

Testing your child's urine is the only way to know
for sure if they have a UTI. Tests are usually done
to look for a problem with the bladder or kidneys.
Most children will have an ultrasound scan. This is
a simple and painless test much like the scans that
some women have during pregnancy.

In some children, a Micturating Cysto-Urethrogram
(MCU) is done. This test involves putting a catheter
into the bladder through the urethra. Dye is injected
through the catheter and X-Ray pictures are taken.
The test is done mainly to look for a condition
known as urinary reflux (sometimes called

VUR). Discuss the test with your doctor.

There are other tests that are needed in a small
number of patients. Your doctor will discuss these
with you.

Urine specimens are first usually tested with a
dipstick. This can help show if there is any sign of

infection, but a final diagnosis can only be made by
sending the urine to a laboratory for further tests
using a culture. Culture results may take 24 to 48
hours.

If the dipstick test shows there is a UTI, then
treatment may be started. The diagnosis and
treatment may be changed once the culture results
are back from the laboratory. You may be asked to
call your doctor to discuss the results and treatment
when the laboratory results are back. See the
factsheet: Urine tests.

Treatment

Antibiotics are the main treatment. They can be
taken by mouth. Young infants, or children who are
very unwell with a UTI, should be admitted to
hospital for antibiotics directly into a vein by
intravenous therapy (IVT).

Care at home

e Children with a UTI often need to stay home
and get extra rest.

e Your child may need to have extra drinks to
help wash out the infection.

e Your doctor may recommend that your child
stays on a low dose of antibiotic to try and
prevent another UTI. This is often suggested
for children who are still in nappies or who
have had frequent UTls. It is possible that your
child might get another UTI even if your child is
on a low dose of antibiotics.

You should take your child to a doctor

immediately for a urine test if your child:

o Develops any symptoms that might suggest
another UTI (see above).

e Is unwell with a fever without another obvious
cause.

Follow up

Most children with UTI make a good recovery and
have no future problems. In a very small number of
children, there may be kidney problems or high
blood pressure. Your doctor will discuss the
necessary tests and how to monitor for this.

It is sensible for anyone who has had a UTI in the
past to check their blood pressure and do a urine
test every year once they reach adolescence.

It is important that any pregnant woman who has
had a UTI in the past to tell her obstetrician.

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How do fruit flies affect you

Before starting your fruit fly control, spend some

time thinking about fruit fly, your situation and your
garden:

+ Are you prepared to control fruit fiy on an
ongoing basis?

+ Are you willing and physically able to
undertake particular control methods?

* Do you live in an area prone to fruit fly attack
and want to control the pest, or do you want to
prevent fruit flies from gaining a foothold in
your garden?

+ What fruit and vegetables in your garden are
prone to fruit fly attack?

+ Do vyou prefer to use low impact methods
rather than chemical methods?

+ Do you grow large quantities of crops or small
amounts?

+ Can you tolerate some fruit fly damage to your
fruit and vegetables?

+ Do you need to grow plants that are fruit fly
hosts or could you replace some with non-host
plants?

+ Do you own or rent your garden?

What can you do?

Unfortunately there is no simple way to eliminate
QFF. Instead, you will need to put in place a
combination of methods to effectively control the
pest. One important component in every control
program is sanitation.

Sanitation means ensuring your garden hygiene
practices such as picking up and destroying fallen
fruit break the fruit fly life cycle and prevents fruit
fly numbers increasing.

If you are unable or unwilling to control fruit fly,
consider removing fruit and vegetable host plants
and replacing them with alternative plants such as
non-host vegetables and non-fruiting ornamentals.

When do you start?

Plant your control strategy and implement it. Action
must be taken at the beginning of the QFF season
{spring) to prevent fruit fly damage.

Your control strategy has to be ongoing. Because
infestation could occur at any time in spring,
summer or autumn. The methods you use may
change as the growing season progresses.

Check your progress

Once you have chosen and implemented a fruit fly

control strategy, evaluate its effectiveness over
spring and summer and at the end of the growing

season (autumn).

Consider the effectiveness of your strategy based
on the following questions:

+ Has there been a clear reduction in fruit fly
numbers or crop damage?

+ Did the control methods in your strategy suit
your circumstances?

If you found that the strategy you used was not as
effective as you would have liked, consider other

changes you could make to better suit your
situation.
