Student Organisation 
As we are a month away from exams for students in 
Years 7 to 10 and at the beginning of the HSC 
content for students in Years 11 and 12, it is a good 
to time for students to look at their organisation and 
ensure that their organisational skills are enabling 
them to learn to the best of their ability 
 
For students in Years 11 and 12, a copy of „The HSC 
Survival Guide‟ has been issued to each student. 
Students have been directed towards to assessment 
planner and to other sections of this resource that are 
to assist students with studying for their HSC. 
Students need to ensure that as they complete topics 
they retain all sheets and other work not in their 
books in organised sections to enable them to review 
this learning for examinations.

 To get a good night‟s sleep beforehand – turn off 

electronic devices that may keep you awake and 

even if you can‟t get to sleep, don‟t turn them 

back on. 

 Bring an eraser, 2B pencil and a calculator if you 

have them. 

 Remember that NAPLAN is a literacy and 

numeracy test – it is not part of your grades for 

Semester One here at school, nor is it a judge of 

you as a person. Doing your best is all we ask of 

you.

On the sporting front…

We have concluded 
reviewing the four major body systems and will now 
focus on some lab testing to compare our own fitness 
results with that of an elite athlete. How would you 
measure up!?!
