7-10 Examinations

HSC Standard English
Bruce Nield (EnglishTeacher)

HSC English has begun this term with the Module C
study Into the World. In this elective, students are
examining what it means to transition from one stage
of life to the next, a particularly fitting topic for HSC
students. Our prescribed text for this elective is

J. C. Burke's The Story of Tom Brennan, which is a
story about the disastrous effects of drink driving on
teenagers, their families and communities. Students
are producing an essay comparing this text to texts of
their own choosing as their formal assessment in this
unit.

Years 7 -10 English Wrap
Christine Connellan (English Teacher)

Although the Year 7 & 9 NAPLAN exams are behind
us, the emphasis on improving our reading,
comprehension, spelling, grammar, punctuation and
sustained writing continues...

Earlier in Term 2, the Year 7 English class were
involved in a Persuasive Writing unit. They honed
their skills in stating an opinion, presenting an
argument and writing a letter of complaint. Currently,
they are engaged in a film study based on The
Sandlot, a heart-warming story about a group of
baseball mad pre-teens, who find themselves faced
with a dilemma, in which they discover the value of
team work and problem solving. The students will

respond to this text by creating an advertising poster
which persuades others to view the movie. In the
latter weeks of the term, —_— -
Year 7 will study Window,
by Jeannie Baker, a
picture book which alludes
to a number of issues
related to sustainability.

Year 8 have committed themselves to learning the art
of critical analysis and formal essay writing. They
have composed some very well structured, evidence-
based critiques of Katherine Paterson’s novel, Bridge
to Terabithia. In the latter half of the term, Year 8
will turn their attention to a study of My Place, by
Nadia Wheatley and Donna Rawlins, a picture book
about history, tradition, change and sustainability. It
offers a retrospective focus on the successive
inhabitants of a house in inner city Sydney, beginning
. in 2008 and spanning back
to 1798... and beyond to the
families who lived in huts, in
the same place, before
those times. The students
will then create a visual text
which reflects their own time,
place and heritage.

MY PLACE

Nodia Wheatley aanne Rawling

Years 9 & 10 began the term with an Advanced
Persuasive Writing Unit. They sharpened their skills
in persuasion in the forms of letter writing,
promotional posters, discussion writing, opinion piece
articles and argumentative essays. This unit has
culminated in presenting a persuasive opinion on an
essay topic centred on the novel, Came Back to
Show You | Could Fly, by Robin Klein. They will
then embark on a study of Steven Herrick’s, by the
river, a poignant anthology of poems, which chronicle
the life of a teenage boy

who lives in a rural, riverside |
community — not unlike Steven Herrick
Tooleybuc!
